Setting Up Homework 1 in Eclipse

Follow the steps below if you would like to use Eclipse to work on your homework.

Step 1:
Create a project

1. Open Eclipse and create a new project. (See Lab 1 instructions)
Step 2:
Import Java (.java) files


2. Select File > Import.
3. In the next window, select “General”>“File System” and click “Next.”

4. In the next window, click “Browse” beside From directory and go to the directory where the Homework 1 files are located.  Note: Please download all the files for HW1 from www.cis.uab.edu/cs201/summer2008/HW1.

5. Check the box beside each Java (.java) file.  These files are:

· Sudoku.java

· SudokuGameBoard.java

6. Make sure Into folder contains the name of the project created in Step 1.  If it is not, click “Browse” and select the project folder.  Click “Finish.”

Step 3:
Create a folder for pre-compiled classes

7. Select File > New > Folder.

8. For Enter or select the parent folder, click on the project name.  For Folder Name, type “classes”.  Click “Finish.”

Step 4:
Import Java class (.class) files

9. Select File > Import.

10. In the next window, select “File System” and click “Next.”

11. In the next window, click “Browse” beside From Directory and go to the directory where the Homework 1 files are located.
12. Check the box beside each Java class (.class) file.  These files are:

· LoadSudokuGame.class
· SudokuGameCanvas.class
· SudokuGameContent.class
· SudokuGameGUI.class
13. Make sure Into folder contains the name of the class folder created in Step 3.  If it is not, click “Browse” and select the “classes” folder. Click “Finish.”

Step 5:
Register pre-compiled classes folder
14. Make sure the project is selected in Package Explorer view and select File > Properties.

15. Select “Java Build Path” and then the “Libraries” tab.

16. Click “Add Class Folder.”

17. Select the “classes” folder that was create in Step 3 and click “OK.”  Click “OK” for the message “Exclusion filters have been added to nesting source folders.”  Click “OK” one more time.
